About Library Day

Library day is observed on 12" August in the memory of Dr. S.R. Ranganathan (1892
1972), the Father of Library Science. Dr. S. R. Ranganathan, a great mathematician and
Librarian from India was associated with Madras University, Banaras Hindu University,
Delhi University as teacher and Librarian. He was founder member of INSDOC, New
Delhi (now NISCAIR) and DRTC, Bangalore. He wrote about 60 books, contributed
nearly 2000 research papers, and edited 5 periodicals. His main works include Five Laws
of Library Science, Colon Classification, Classified Catalogue Code, etc. He was
awarded Padmashri in 1956.
